Gather several complete specimens in
various stages of maturity, wrap them carefully in waxed paper or
other protective packaging, and don’t mix more than one species
in the same package.

5. Do not “dump” your collected specimens on the sorting tables.

Take the time to fill out a collection tag and place it together
with the specimens on a plate,

Dr. James Ginns

Jim earned his Ph.D. in mycology from the SUNY College of Environmental Science and
Forestry at Syracuse, where he was a protege of Dr. Josiah Lowe, and has spent the past 27
years with the Department of Agriculture in Ottawa, Canada. Jim is well known as a very
productive taxonomic researcher: he has studied such diverse groups of fungi as Xerwla and
Hericium, and Albatrellus.

Dr. John Haines

John is curator of the Peck Herbarium and mycologist at the New York State Museum.
A protege of the late Dr. Daniel Stuntz, he is an expert on discomycete genus Dasyscyphus
and related minute cup fungi,” and has done research on such varied subjects as the ecological
interactions between false truffles and voles, and airborne spores as allergens.

She has written more than a dozen publications
on ascomycete genera, including Necrriella, Pronectvia, Leptosphaeria, Acremonium, Hobsonia,
Calycellina and Schizoparme. Her main interest is on fungi that grow en lichens.

Dr. Donald H. Pfister

Don began studying Discomycetes at Cornell University under the direction of Dick Korf,
and has continued studying them ever since. Don teaches mycology at the Farlow Herbarium
of Cryprogamic Botany at Harvard University. His current research is on the Discomycete
genus Orbrlia and the members of the Pezizales in the suborder Sarcoscyphineae.

William Roody

Bill is certainly no stranger to NAMA and NEMF foray faichfuls, having served on the
faculties of both numerous times. A field biologist for the West Virginia Dept. of Natural
Resources, Bill is also highly regarded for his outstanding mushroom slides, and has won
numerous awards in the annual NAMA slide contest.

Walter Sturgeon
